Work submitted must be original and have been completed within
the last 2 years. The only size restriction is that packages must fit through a 42x83” door, and weigh less than 100 Ibs.
Submission by high-quality digital images is required. The jurors will selections by viewing the submitted images, and
images may be used on the Le Mars Arts Center website, and in marketing materials. Artists may submit 2 different
digital images of each 3-dimensional artwork. Images must be .jpg/.jpeg/.png file type.

Work cannot be withdrawn before the end of the exhibit.
